greatest landmarks”.

The Grand Canal Square project will be
developed by Devey Group and Ryde
Developments. The Libeskind design to
the west of the square includes a mix

of culture, shopping and offices.

The galleria and atrium, overlooking the
square, create grand indoor public
spaces, complementing the open
public space at the waterfront.

Mr. Libeskind’s other projects include
the sensational Jewish Museum in
Berlin, the Spiral extension to the
Victoria and Albert Museum in London,
the Imperial War Museum in
Manchester, the Bremen Philharmonic
Hall in Germany and the Denver Art
Museum in the US. He has recently
been commissioned to redevelop the
World Trade Centre in New York.
